On March 11-12, the Hardee Guard Battalion will be
conducting a tactical at Rippavilla Plantation near Spring
Hill, Tennessee.

For those of you unfamiliar with atactical, it is an event
where the two opposing forces are “on duty “ for the entire
weekend. There are no sutlers, no schedules, no scripts, no
nothing. The HGB and the Tennessee Valley Battalion
(TVB) will divide forces and for a little over 24 hours both
sides will be planning, plotting and maneuvering in order to
defeat the enemy (or keep from being defeated). Their will
be judges among the forces and they will determine who
wins any scenario and weather or not you yourself become
a prisoner or a casualty. Everything will be conducted in a
true military fashion including picket duty, grand rounds,
skirmishers and flankers.

Check in will set up just behind the Rippavilla mansion.
The camp will be a static camp. This is not a campaigner
only event. Tents are very welcome. We will be required to
go Federal one of the two days, so everyone should bring
both uniforms. Many will be arriving on Friday night, but it
will be OK to get there early on Saturday morning. Ameni-
ties will be provided, but participants might want to bring a
gallon of water just to be sure. Also, please bring both your
Confederate and Federal gear.

If you have never attended a tactical, please consider
attending this one. This is not a campaigner event so feel
free to bring as much tentage as you like for the base camp.
You should find it to be one of the most enjoyable events
you have ever attended (at least after you have recuperated
fromiit).

In thisissue, you will find directions and event information for
our 2nd event of the year, The Battles at Bridgeport.

The 48th has attended Bridgeport frequently over the past sev-
eral years and it usualy has our best turnout of the year (20 or so
rifles). There is dways a dance on Saturday night and there are
plenty of sutlers and food vendors on site. The event is located in
Jackson County, Alabama, about 30 miles southwest of Chatta-
nooga and is based on Confederates attempts to keep Union forces
from controlling the area.

Not long after the publication of the last newsletter, |
was contacted by David Hammock, one of the founding
members of the 48th, if not THE founding member of the
48th concerning our unit’s history.

In January, 1987, David submitted an application to the
Alabama Division of Reenactors for the organization of the
48th, which was soon after approved with the following
founding members. Bill Garrard, Travis Holiday, Gary
Price, Lynn Slaton, Gary Studdard and David Hammaock.
That same year, David also started publishing the unit's
newsdletter, taking the name, (Fortykin) from a statement
made by Col. Oatsin his book The War between the Union
and the Confederacy. The newsletter started out as a single
page and grew to several pages within afew years.

David continued to publish the newsletter until 1993
when he turned over his materias, and the newsletter, to
John George. Paul Stephenson may have done the newslet-
ter for few years from 1993 to 1996 (my observation). In
1996 John George developed the current layout of The For-
tykin, with the May issue being called No. 1. John pub-
lished the newsletter on a monthly basis until 1998, at
which time it was picked up by me, Bill McCormick, and |
have published it ever since on a schedule of 8 issues per
year, except for one year that no newsl etter was published.

In clarifying the early history of the 48th, David wanted
to make sure that everyone knows that 10 years ago, the
48th was already a well established unit with many years of
campaigning under it's belt. By 1991 there were 22 soldiers
in the unit and the 48th attended many of the 125th anniver-
sary events (1991-1995), events that paved the way for re-
enacting as we know it today.

There are probably only a handful of people left in the
48th that reenacted with David in those early days. How-
ever, we al need to remember that it was David and his
efforts that made possible the 48th we know today.

While the cotton replacement flags were being issued,
the first of the governmental depot issue was taking shape.

The Richmond Clothing Depot had been established in late
1861 for the manufacture of uniforms, shoes, accouterments
and flags for the troops of the now named Army of North-
ern Virginia (as well as the Department of North Carolina
later on). By May, 1862 the depot was making flags from
wool bunting captured initially from the former Federal
navy yard near Norfolk, Virginia, and supplemented for the
rest of the war by supplies brought through the blockade
from Great Britain, where the bunting was made. A more
durable material, this was the cloth used for the rest of the
war to make flags for the ANV.

First Bunting Issue

Flags historian Howard Madaus has determined that
there would be seven wool bunting issues during the course
of the war. The first of these were manufactured by the de-
pot in May, 1862, according to depot records in the Na-
tional Archives. These flags featured 13 stars for the first
time and substituted orange wool for the borders. The blue
crosses were 8 inches wide and featured white cotton stars
that were only 3 inches across. These were set on red fields
that were 48 inches square for infantry flags. (Editor's Note:
There are no known examples of this flag issued in the
smaller artillery or cavalry sizes) The first examples of
these new battle flags were issued in May to troops of Gen.
James Longstreet’ s Right Wing.

In keeping with the desire of the company offi-
cers to maximize attendance for certain events,
the running schedule on the back of the newsletter

(Continued on page 6)




will now have a “priority” column so company
members can know which” events require the best
turnouts. Please note that “other” events will not
be listed on the back cover.

1) HGB EVENTS-These require a maximum turn-
out from our company and the other battalion
companies. Numbers, numbers, numbers!

2) COMPANY-These are nearly on the same level
a the HGB events since maximum numbers of sol-
diers are required for the company to function. If
you have to choose between a company event and
an HGB event (which is also a company event),
please choose the HGB event.

3) LOCAL-These are usually not as critical as a
réeenactments since 10 soldiers can do the job
about as well as 20. Also, sometimes members of
the unit in a given area will make an extra effort
to attend so others don’'t have to travel so far for
something that may only last a few hours.

4) OTHER EVENTS-These events are not on the
company schedule. Company members are asked
not to schedule one of these if it will keep them
from attending a regular company event. Support
the company!

In a nutshell, if you are limited in the number of
events you can attend, please start filling your schedule
with high priority events before considering some of the
less important (numbers wise) events. Also, please
note the priority column on the schedule on the back of
the newsl etter

After one has been reenacting for many years, it is easy
for become interested in obscure and seldom used drill and
tactics at the expense of “the basics’. Therefore, over the
next few issues, | am going to attempt to expound on vari-
ous fundamentals of company drill with the purpose of giv-
ing some of the newer men in the ranks a clearer under-

standing of company drill.

The 1st Sergeant will habitually form the company with
the order to FALL IN. The enlisted men will then assemble
in a single rank with the tallest man on the right and then
the next tallest, and so on until the shortest man is on the
left flank of the company (kind of like the bars in the Cin-
gular commercials.)

Once the 1st Sergeant is satisfied with the arrangement
of men by height, he will then give orders to form the com-

pany into two ranks. The following isfrom Baxter’s Vol-
unteer Manual (1861):

The squad being in one rank and correctly aligned, the
instructor will command:

In two ranks form squad. By the right flank, right,
FACE. MARCH.

At the third command, face to the right, the man on the
right will face to the rear, and at the command MARCH, he
will make one step to the rear, (now front) at the same time
all will step off with the left foot, the second man from the
right stepping behind the first, the third man along side of
him and on his right, the fourth behind the third, and so
continue until al are formed into two ranks, each man as he
comes into line turning his head and dressing to the left and
then resume his front. As the two ranks now face the rear,
to face them to their proper front, the instructor will com-
mand,

Squad. About- FACE.

When fronted, the result will be that the tallest men are
to the right of the company and each file with have the tall-
est man in the rear. After seeing to it that the Corporals are
properly placed, the 1st Sergeant will then command:

In each rank, count. TWOS.

From the right, each rank will call out “ONE” or

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“TWQO” until the whole company has been aternately enu-
merated (Fig. 1). With the company being formed, the offi-
cers posts will be asfollows:

The Captain will post on right of the company in the front
rank (Fig. 1). His duty isto conduct the company in the ma-
neuvers, instruct the company officers and to serve as a bat-
talion officer as needed.

The 1st Lieutenant will post in the rank of files closers
behind the second platoon (Fig. 1). His duties are to assist
the Captain and the Sergeants in maintaining discipline, to
command the company when the Captain is absent and to
conduct the second platoon in the maneuvers when it is de-
tached from the first platoon.

The 1st Sergeant will post on the right of the company
behind (covering) the Captain (Fig. 1). When the Captain is
not at his post, the 1st Sergeant will step up to the front
rank. The Sergeants are not considered a part of the rank
and file and do not count off.

The 2nd Sergeant will habitually post in the rank of file
closers behind the second file from the left (Fig. 1). Only
when the 2nd Sergeant is required to serve as a guide will
he step up to the left of the front rank. Such instances would
be when the company is the left most in the battalion
(battalion left guide), when the company is marching at left
face (company guide) or when opening ranks.

The Corporals are habitually posted to the right and left of
each platoon (Fig. 1), or at any other subdivision in the
company. Their job it to help the Sergeants in enforcing
discipline and act as Sergeants in their absence. The Corpo-
rals are considered a part of the rank and file and count off

with the privates.

FACINGS

The following excerpts are from Hardee's Tactics,
School of the Soldier (1862):

351. The rank being at a halt, and correctly aligned, the in-
structor will command:

1. Squad, right-FACE. 2. Forward. 3. MARCH.

352. At the last part of the first command, the rank will face
to the right; the even numbered men, after facing to the
right, will step quickly to the right side of the odd numbered
men, the latter standing fast, so that when the movement is
executed, the men will be formed into [2] files of two men
abreast (Fig 2).

353. At the third command, the squad will step off smartly
with the left foot; the files keeping aligned, and preserving
their intervals.

354. The march by the left flank will be executed by the
same commands, substituting the word left for right, and by
inverse means; in this case, the even numbered men, after
facing to the left, will stand fast, and the odd numbered will
place themselves on their left (Fig. 3).

GUIDES

One principle that is often hard to grasp is that of left
guide or right guide and how to determine which direction
the guide is during the maneuvers. Many times even the
officers can seem rather clueless on this (not ours, of

At the command, MARCH, each company (not the bat-
talion) will wheel to the right, halting at point 90 degrees
from the original front. When the column of companies is
ordered to march the guide will be left. Why? Because the
new direction of march for the battalion is to the right. Be-
fore the battalion steps off, the left guides of each company
will be misaligned but as the column moves forward, each
company will guide left until the 2nd Sergeants in the bat-
talion line up. Also, note that the right most company in
the battalion is at the head of the column. A battalion in this
formation is also said to be marching “right in front “. If
the battalion commander had decided instead to wheel the
companies to the left, everything would be the reverse of
that just mentioned. The guide would be right and the col-
umn would considered marching “left in front”.

Note: During the war, commanders would often alternate between
left in front and right in front columns so that the same men would

. . . . not be eating clouds of road dust al the time.

When marching at right
face, the men in the ranks should dress (guide) left.

The best rule of thumb to remember is that the guide is
usually opposite the direction of the march. In Fig. 4, the Line o f Battle

company is marching by the right flank (right face). Sincethe | | ===,
new direction is to the right, the guide is left. Note also that
the 1st Sergeant is on the left of the company. The column
should stay dressed to the left and guide on the 1st Sergeant.

Fig. 5 shows the company marching by the left flank.
Since the direction of the march is to the left, the guide is
right. Note that the 2nd Sergeant steps up from his file closer
posts and takes position at the head of the column. The com-
pany will dressto the right and guide on the 2nd Sergeant.

Sometimes the guide is determined by what the drill man-
ual says it should be. For instance, a company always forms
and dresses to the right on the 1st Sergeant. If the company is
advancing alone to the front, the guide will generally be to
right. However, if the commander deems it necessary, he can
order that the company guide left (i.e. to clear an obstacle).
Even though the company as whole is guiding left, the menin
the ranks will still dressto the right on the 1st Sergeant.

Another instance where the guide is determined by the
direction of the march isin a column of companies. For in-
stance, if the battalion is formed in aline of battle and com-
mander wishes to form a column of companies and march the
to theright, he could command:

Bridgeport is located on U.S.
Hwy. 72 in Jackson County and the
event site is very close to town (look
for the signs).

There are two choices for travel-
ing to Bridgeport: Scenic or interstate.
The scenic route is to leave 1-59 at the
Valleyhead / Henagar and take Hwy.
117 North until you come to Hwy. 72.
The dlternate is to take 1-59 to 1-24
West, and then take the Hwy. 72 /
South Pittsburg exit. Both take about
the same amount of time, but the sce-
nic route is shorter.
