On March 16-18, the 48th will be attending our first reenact-
ment of the year, the 145th Anniversary Battle of Shiloh.

This event is being hosted by Genera Tom Doss and the
Army of Tennessee/Armies of Tennessee. Walk on registration of
$15.00 person is alowed but be sure to check and see if your
name is aready listed at registration under the 48th Alabama. If
so, you may be allowed to pay the $10.00 early registration.

Towards the end of this newdletter, you will find additional
event information and directions to the event. We had planned to
print the event’s uniform guidelines in The Fortykin but upon re-
viewing them, it was determined that their guidelines can hardly
be called guidelines. Therefore, here is a brief list of appropriate
itemsto take to the Shiloh reenactment:

General Albert Sidney Johnston
February 2, 1803 — April 6, 1862

COAT

-Frock Coat (Jean, cassimere, broadcloth, etc)

-Battle shirt

-Commutation coat

-Civilian frock or sack coat.
The 48th’s mystery pattern shell jackets will suffice at this event
even though they are a “depot style jacket”. They are generic
enough to pass for a commutation jacket. Do not wear a Colum-
bus Depot jacket to this event.

TROUSERS
-Any civilian or military pattern. Jean, cotton jean, etc.

SHOES
-Period constructed brogans. No modified work boots.

ACCOUTREMENTS

Perhaps the only thing to mention hereisto avoid CS oval belt
plates. Many consider these not appropriate for a Shiloh impres-
sion despite the fact the Shiloh National Battlefield hasoneinit’'s
museum. Another thing to avoid would be late war Union bayonet
scabbards. Late war scabbards had 7 and 8 rivets wheress the
early war variety had either no rivets or only two. If you can,
avoid Union canteens but don’t sweat it if you can’'t

As you can see, these are very basic guidelines but they are
much more that what the Shiloh event host had to offer. Please
note that we will be CONFEDERATE all weekend at this
event.

For those of you that will be unable to attend the Shiloh event,
please consider the Cleburne Day celebration that is being held
Saturday, March 17th.

This event has been organized by the City of Heflin (the
county seat for Cleburne County) several years now and has a-
ways had involvement from reenactors and the S.C.V. Most activi-
ties are held near the courthouse and there is a parade that the re-
enactors march in.

48th member Larry Stephens runs the old Heflin Railroad De-
pot Museum and they will be having a blue grass concert at the
museum starting at 6:00 p.m. on Friday night. The parade on Sat-
urday will take place sometime around 11:00 a.m.

The Battle of Bridgeport will be the weekend following Shi-
loh.

On Saturday, April 7th, 48th members in the Oxford/
Anniston areawill be conducting a memorial service/living history
in Munford, Alabama, in honor of Lt. A. J. Buttram. The event is
scheduled from 10:00 am. to 1:00 p.m.

Lt. Buttram was killed April 23, 1865 while he and his 150
home guard soldiers tried to impede Croxton’s raid through Ala-
bama He was buried where he fell, and a monument now stands
nearby in his memory. His actual grave is across the road from
the monument and was lost to the ages until the Talladega camp of
the S.C.V. researched and located the grave afew years ago.

At 12:00 noon there will be arifle salute for Lt. Buttram with
the Ladies Homemakers Club providing a home cooked meal af-
terwards..

DIRECTIONS:

From Oxford, take Hwy. 21 south to Munford (7-8 miles). As
you enter Munford, there will be a Pickett’s Supermarket on the
right. A small road will veer to the right just past the store. Follow
this road a short distance until you see the old high school. Con-
tinue on by the school, staying right, and you will come to the
monument. Total distance from the Hwy. 21 is about a mile, more
or less.

GENERAL EVENT INFO

The registration for the 145th Battle of Shiloh will be either on site at the large activity tent near the entrance gate or off site %
mile south of the entrance at Southside Elementary School. The use of the Elementary School is still pending at this point but we
are hopeful to be able to use the school for this purpose. Please continue to check here for further updates.

YOU WILL NOT BE ALLOWED ON THE BATTLE SITE WITHOUT FIRST GOING THROUGH REGISTRATION AND
RECEIVING A "SHILOH PIN" UPON COMPLETION OF REGISTRATION.

There will be individuals posted at the entrance of the Battle site to verify that registration has occurred prior to your arrival at the
site. Registration will issue this proof to each registering person to carry with them to the Battle site. Once verification is com-
plete you will be directed to your respective camps by the individual present.

Campsites will be pre-determined according to your unit affiliation specified in your pre-registration packet sent in before the
Battle. It isimperative that all units wishing to attend this event should pre-register with the event host prior to arriving at the
event. Pre-registration will allow better planning of camp areas and minimize the time it takes to properly locate you on arrival.

Camp locations have been determined and will be revealed upon registration. Military camps are in primitive locations. None of
the camps will bein field areas so it may be necessary to clear small underbrush and such from your camp areas. Please plan ac-
cordingly and bring proper implements to accomplish setting up your camp areas. Company street layouts will be adhered to for
all unitsto ensure organized layout of camps and maximum usage of space.

All units will be asked to provide pickets for duty at this event. 24 hour pickets will be utilized the entire weekend.

Military camp life will reflect a period weekend to the best of our ability. Military camps will be separated from Family/Garrison
camps by about %2 mile with modern being alittle farther away and out of sight.

INFANTRY/CAVALRY

All independent units assigned to a Brigade upon arrival will be directed to the appropriate Brigade headquarters for further instruction
on event activities.

BATTLE SCENARIOS

Friday Night "HellsHollow" tactical. This event will take place as noted on the schedule of events on Friday night for those
who wish to participate (optional). The terrain coupled with darkness may not allow for the use of "Mounted" Cavalry but those
Cavalry units wishing to participate may participate with their respective Infantry Brigade as "Dismounted" units where appropri-
ate.

Dawn Battle " Shiloh Church" Saturday Morning at daybreak. Thiswill be the precurser to the Saturday afternoon battle. As
each of the battle®end it will set up the start of the following battle (End of Saturday®dawn battle will be the starting point of
Saturday afternoon®battle, and the end of Saturday afternoon®battle will be the starting point for Sunday afternoon®battle.)

Weapons Inspections will be performed before this dawn battle as with every battle over the weekend and will present a special
problem for the inspecting officer. Due to the fact that weapons inspections will be performed before dawn the inspecting officer
needs to make arrangements for lighting. Period lighting (possibly a candle lantern) would be the preferred method. Safety is
paramount at this event and we want to ensure all measures are taken to have a safe, incident free event.

Saturday afternoon main battle. Hor net@ Nest. Federals will occupy camps and Confederate forces will engage. Battle will
commence with Hardee® Corp, 1st Division engaging the Federal forces at the Hornet® Nest. Severa failed attempts to take the
Hornet®Nest will occur followed by around a fifteen minute bombardment by Ruggle® Battery. Hardee® Corp, 1st and 2nd Di-
visions will then attack the Hornet® Nest and drive the Federal s out.

Hardee® Corp, 2nd Division will come in and form their line of battle from their off-site bivouac. This will enhance/enable Har-
dee® Corp to massit®infantry with both Divisions in hopes of pushing the Federal forces from within the Hornets Nest back to
their stronghold at Pittsburg Landing.

Sunday afternoon battle. Grant@ counterattack. This battle will include the entire Hardee® Corp featuring . Gen. Grant®
army will be reorganized during the night allowing him to mass his forces after receiving fresh troops. Gen. Grant, at that point,
will attempt to push Hardee® Corp in the direction of Corinth, Mississippi.
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Bridgeport is located on U.S.
Hwy. 72 in Jackson County and the
event site is very close to town (look
for the signs).

There are two choices for travel-
ing to Bridgeport: Scenic or interstate.
The scenic route isto leave 1-59 at the
Valleyhead / Henagar and take Hwy.
117 North until you come to Hwy. 72.
The dlternate is to take 1-59 to 1-24
West, and then take the Hwy. 72 /
South Pittsburg exit. Both take about
the same amount of time, but the sce-
nic route is shorter.
